Students also must be current with their immunizations to
attend school. As outlined below, a series of medical forms should be turned in to the school as part of the enrollment process, and
any updated forms throughout the school year should be submitted to the school nurse.

e Universal Health Certificate (required annually for all grades, documenting immunizations, tuberculosis assessment, lead
screening and a physical exam).

e  Oral Health Assessment (required annually for all grades)
