Immunization Forms 
Health physicals and oral health assessments are required annually. Students also must be current with their immunizations to 
attend school. As outlined below, a series of medical forms should be turned in to the school as part of the enrollment process, and 
any updated forms throughout the school year should be submitted to the school nurse. 
 
The following documents are part of the DCPS School Enrollment Package: 

• Universal Health Certificate (required annually for all grades, documenting immunizations, tuberculosis assessment, lead 
screening and a physical exam). If you have questions about DC’s immunization requirements, please discuss them with 
your child’s physician. You can also contact DC Health’s Immunization Division at (202) 576-7130.  

• Oral Health Assessment (required annually for all grades)  
 

Elementary School “Self-Dismissal” and Releasing Young Students to Siblings  
All students in grades PK 3 through 5 must have a signed permission form on file in order to walk or take public transportation home 
alone or with a sibling. No student will be allowed to leave school alone or with a sibling until the attached form has been signed and 
returned to the main office.
